Hook Norton will officially launch Double Stout at a special event at the Bell, Adderbury on Thursday 29 January from 7-8pm, where brewers will be on hand to offer free samples and share the story behind this historic stout. Double Stout will be available in Hook Norton pubs and free houses across Oxfordshire, Gloucestershire, Northamptonshire, Warwickshire and Worcestershire. The beer will be available in cask during February only. For those who miss it, Double Stout is also available in bottles all year round from the brewery shop hooky.co.uk and retailers.
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
