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The Cask and Apple pub in Craig y Don, Llandudno is Abercolwyn CAMRA branch’s Mild Pub of the Year 2026. Run by John and Sharon Sumbland, the pub showcased six milds throughout CAMRA’s Mild Month campaign in May. The effort secured the pub the award. A branch spokesman said: “During the month of May CAMRA celebrates that wonderful drink of mild, a beer style that is rapidly disappearing from our pubs. “But what exactly is mild?
